Additional Competition Rules- 

 

World Taekwondo scoring rules will be applied in conjunction with the following: 

 Up to 4 points can be awarded for accuracy. 

 Up to 6 points can be awarded for presentation. 

 When any part of the competitor’s body is cutoff or outside the video frame, a 0.30 deduction will apply 

for each time in each direction of the form. 

 When the entirety of the competitor’s body is cutoff or outside the video frame, the referee will stop the 

performance and the competitor will restart with a 0.60 deduction.  

 Camera height must be at same level as the competitor’s belt height. 

 While competing, if the camera Zooms in or out OR up and down the competitor will be disqualified. 

Moving the camera from side to side at level is permitted to keep the competitor in frame. 

 Wearing a mask and socks is allowed at competitor’s own risk 

 

 

Addressing Technical Issues- 

 

If the competitor cannot be judged due to poor/disrupted internet connection or any other related technical 

issues, they may perform again with no penalty. However, if there is no improvement in technical issues after 5 

minutes or the competitors third attempt, the tournament committee has the right to disqualify the competitor.
